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�� ��� I want to 
thank the 40 members and guests 
that attended our March 5th 
meeting, to see the demonstrations 
by Jamie Donaldson.    Jamie 
started his demo by explaining his 
concept of square bowls & 
proceeded to teach woodturning 
101 to those in attendance.  He 
started with a 7-8 in. square piece 
of hickory. 
Starting from the base, Jamie 
worked his way up, not touching 
the corners.   Then proceeded to 
turn a foot, demonstrated shear-

scraping, mounted the piece into 
the chuck, and then refine the 
inside. 
 Next demonstration was 
another square block of unknown 
wood.  Mounted the block between 
centers & proceeded to undercut 
the base of the bowl - trying not to 
touch the 4 corners with the gouge.  
By undercutting the bottom, this 
would give the bowl 4 corners to 
sit on.  Jamie then put a foot on the 
piece (while still between centers).  
Turned the piece around, and 
mounted the foot in the chuck & 
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proceeded to cut a spigot inside the 
bowl.  The purpose of this was to 
turn  the piece around - in order to 
get to refine the bottom of the 
bowl.  He couldn’t refine it while 
it was still between centers.  
Mounted the piece back into the 
chuck (by the foot), and proceeded 
to arch the top corners downward, 
until he had the four corners the 
way he wanted them.  Next, came 
hollowing the center of the bowl.  
He demonstrated how to keep the 
ripples out of the sides of a bowl, 
by grinding the heel of the gouge.   
 After a break for lunch, 
Jamie’s next demo was a winged 
bowl.  Instead of just an opened 
winged bowl, Jamie decided to 
‘dome’ the center & make a 
hollow vessel.  He used the Lissi 
tool for this process.  Jamie’s first 
class was with Knud; he has 
continued to use these tools.   
 Be sure to attend the April 
2nd meeting.  Lissi has graciously 
offered to do the demonstration = 
showing her own line of tools, and 
how she uses them.

Update on JCCFS Woodturning 
Drive -- 
The Folk School has now collected 
$ 37,000+ toward their goal of 
$100,000 for the new woodturning 
facility.

It will likely be 
50’ x 50’ or 40’ x 60’  and may be 
located behind the existing 
building. It will be designed to 
have separate rooms for wood

They are talking 
to contractors now. It looks like 
the best price would be if they 
have the building shell built and 
then contract the windows, doors, 
electrical, plumbing, etc. 
separately. They need approx. 
$60,000 to get started. They are 
looking at dust collection schemes 
now and are currently planning on 
upgrading the Rock Room 
(backside of existing 
woodworking/woodturning 
building) into a mini-lathe 
classroom.

 AAW news -- this came in 
from the AAW, regarding 
insurance for professional 
turners.  There is a form to  
fill out via the AAW website -- 
for those who wish more 
information, ask your fellow 
club members or any  
one with access to the web, to 
print a copy of the form.  Doug  
  
Most professional turners know that 
their homeowner's insurance policy does 
not cover their private business 
activities, inventory, teaching, 
equipment and property. Most of them 
have either done without insurance at 
great risk, or at great expense and effort, 
have found an agent to cover them. On 
the other hand, most of the rest of us 
assume that our homeowner's policy 
insures us even if we do some sales of 
our work or occasional teaching.  Laws 
that regulate insurance vary from state to 
state.  In North Carolina, it used to be 
that activities that were occasional in 
nature and did not amount to a 
"substantial" amount of income were 
covered by one's homeowner's policy.  A 
few years ago, it changed to say that 
"any" activity that was commercial in 
nature, no matter how few dollars were 
involved, was not covered. That means 
that if someone came to my home to buy 
a piece and was injured, or if my shop 
burned, or my tools were stolen, or I 
taught a private class, I would not be 
covered.  Each member should check 
with your own insurance agent to see if 
all of your activities are covered by your 
homeowner's insurance policy. 



As a service to our members (no part of 
the premiums go to AAW), the AAW 
has sought out a group policy that 
individual members can purchase at 
reasonable rates to cover their 
commercial activities of woodturning. 
The policy that we have found, can 
insure AAW members in the USA with 
the exception of California, Hawaii, 
Louisiana, and Washington DC. If 
someone can recommend insurers that 
will cover Canadian, foreign, or 
members in these excluded locations, 
please let the AAW know. 
 
The Managing Agency Group of Hilb, 
Rogal and Hobbs, a large and well-
respected national firm offers the policy 
that the AAW is sponsoring.  They have 
been offering a similar policy to 
members of the American Crafts 
Council (ACC).  The underlying policy 
is with OCG, the Ohio Casualty Group. 
This policy includes $1,000,000 general 
liability, $1,000,000 for products 
liability, $10,000 medical expense, 
$300,000 fire legal liability, and with 
building and personal property for any 
amount of your choosing, from  $2,500 
up to $100,000. 
 
Each person's coverage will be the same 
except for the building and personal 
property coverage. Your premium will 
be based on your location and how much 
building and personal property coverage 
that you request. To apply and get a 
premium quote, down load an 
application at 
http://www.woodturner.org/community/
pop/insurance_info.html , print it, fill it 
out, and mail or fax it to the address on 
the application. You must be an AAW 
member to apply.
